RULES GOVERNING THE COMPETITION

A. ELIGIBILITY 
1. Affiliation 
Only those clubs and establishments that are affiliated with the Saskatchewan Curling Association may participate in the competition. All participants must be affiliated members of the SCA. 

2. Age 
Each team will be allowed a maximum of 2 players under the age of 20, as of December 31 of the year prior to the championship (ie: 2010) The minimum age of any competitor must be 15 years of age as of December 31, 2010. (Born 1995 or earlier) 

3. Entry Information/Fee/Deadline 
a) Each affiliated curling club may declare a men's team and women's team to their respective men and women region playdown outlined in C. Playdown Procedures. Teams shall consist of four players of the same gender that play regularly in a sanctioned club league in the most recent season, excluding major/super leagues, to represent the club as the men's and women's club champions.  
b) All four players on the team must be members of the same club and shall participate in the competition in one club only. (Note: Players may be members of more than one club, but shall represent only one club in this competition.) 
c) Only one player on the team can have participated in a Provincial Men's, Provincial Women's, Provincial Senior's or played in a Grand Slam event in the current or previous 4(four) years. 
d) Once club teams are determined, each team must register its four players on the competition entry form and pay a $60 entry fee to be eligible to participate in the Region Playdown. 
e) Clubs must declare their intention to send a Men and/or Women's team to their respective Region playdown by the deadline date set by the Region. 
f) The Dominion has the sole authority to grant exceptions to these rules in extraordinary circumstances. 

B. SUBSTITUTE 
1. A maximum of 1(one) replacement player from the club can play lead. 
2. At the Provincial, the host club shall provide a pool of substitutes. Should a team require a substitute at the Provincial, they may select a substitute from their club or from the sub pool. 

C. PLAYDOWN PROCEDURES 
1. All games are played under the SCA and CCA rules. All games will be eight ends and ties broken by extra ends. 
2. Each region shall declare one (1) men's team and one (1) women's team to advance to the Dominion Curling Club Men's or Women's Provincial Championship. 
3. Affiliated Curling Clubs in all Regions, except Region 7 & 13, may declare one men's and/or one women's team to their respective Region playdown. Region 7 & 13 clubs may declare two men's and/or two women's teams to their respective Region playdown. 
4. Each region may choose the type of Playdown they prefer (ie: Double knockout, round robin) depending on the number of team participating. 
5. If a region does not have a representative at either the Men or Women's Provincial, the provincial draw will be adjusted accordingly with the number of teams participating. 
6. The provincial playdown will be a two pool round robin format of 14 teams. The top two teams from each pool advance to the playoffs. A1 vs B2 and B1 vs A2 in the semi finals with winners advancing to the final.
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
